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Comparison to Previous Years
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OCC Reportable

Varies by substance, amount spilled, and destination of spill

• Any spill of any substance of any amount to water = reportable

• Crude oil

• 5 or more gallons to land/containment

• Petroleum product or glycol/antifreeze

• 10 or more gallons to land/asphalt

• 55 or more gallons to containment
